     On the feast of Pentecost, we praise God for the 
gift of the Holy Spirit. 
The word “Spirit” comes from the same word that 
means “Breath” or “Air” the source of life. 
Because of baptism we have within us the gift of the 
Spirit and Confirmation awakens or stirs the Spirit 
within us. 
     In the beginning it's God's breath that stirs life 
into Adam in the garden. In the Gospels, the Holy 
Spirit – the breath of God – comes upon a young 
woman named Mary, and life comes forth. When 
Elizabeth greets Mary, the baby leaps in Elizabeth’s 
womb because the Spirit came upon her. Even 
though Zachariah couldn’t speak at first, he sings 
God’s praises once the Spirit comes upon him. And 
so does Simeon, filled with the Spirit. And also Anna 
the prophetess, filled with the Spirit. 
     In the Jordon River, Jesus receives the gift of the 
Spirit, and He goes forth from His obscure life, and 
begins His ministry healing, and preaching God’s 
truths. Jesus teaches the disciples that they too can 
bring life to anything when they have the Spirit 
within them. 
     The feast of Pentecost is meant to remind us to be 
aware of the Lord’s presence – His real presence – 
through His Spirit. The Spirit is present in each of us 
and around us when we eat, sleep, play, drive, work 
or at school.  
     God is always more. He has spoken throughout 
salvation history, and continues to speak into our 
lives through His Church and through the Holy 
Spirit alive in our hearts. This Pentecost Sunday, let 
us come before Him with expectant hearts! Like the 
disciples in the Gospel and first reading, let us await 
what "more" God will do.
